Liturgical Ministry Opportunities:

Spiritual gifts can be shared by service in one, or more, of our Liturgical Ministries. Each individual family member
needs to complete their own form. If you are currently serving in a ministry, only fill out a sheet if you are changing or
adding a new ministry. Thank you for your interest in serving the faith community of St. Daniel the Prophet!

Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion: Confirmed, faith-filled adults with gifts of serving,
encouragement, and/or mercy may find themselves being drawn to serve as a Eucharistic Minister at
mass. Eucharistic ministers are commissioned by the Bishop.

Lectors: -Confirmed, faith-filled adults with the gift of teaching and a love for God’s Word may find
themselves being drawn to serve in the Lector ministry. Lectors proclaim the scriptures for the community
gathered to celebrate the mass.

Sacristan: Confirmed, faith-filled adults with gifts of serving, leadership, and/or hospitality may find
themselves being drawn to the ministry of the sacristan. Sacristans help prepare the worship space
before and after mass to aid the presider and help the mass run smoothly. Sacristans are also
Eucharistic Ministers.

Liturgy Coordinator: Those with gifts of leadership, encouragement, and/or serving may find
themselves being drawn to helping with coordinating each of our liturgies. Liturgy Coordinators help the
mass run smoothly by greeting the other liturgical ministers as they arrive for mass to sign-in and filling
any open spots.

Altar Servers: Young people who have received their First Communion and have the gift of serving
may find themselves being drawn to aid the priest at the table of the Lord in the very important ministry of
Altar Server. Servers help the priest by helping to hold the sacramentary for prayers, receiving the gifts
and bringing them to the altar, as well as helping set the altar for the sacrifice of the mass. :

Greeters: Single adults, as well as families, with the gifts of serving, encouragement, and/or
hospitality may find themselves being drawn to the ministry of Greeter. Our greeters not only welcome
everyone as they arrive for mass, but they help distribute missal/songbooks and take up the collection.

Music Ministers: Those with gifts of serving and/or encouragement, as well as musical ability, may
find themselves being drawn to the Music Ministry. A variety of roles within the choirs and instrumental
ensembles exist. Participation requires attendance at rehearsals and at times, an audition.

Refreshments: Families, as well as single adults, with the gifts of serving, giving, and/or hospitality

may find themselves drawn to the Refreshments Ministry, who assist in helping to serve coffee,
doughnuts, and cookies after mass, building and fostering the community of St. Daniel the Prophet.
